
 

PHOTOGRAPHIC SERVICES 

At Fort Ticonderoga Museum 
  

(Send photograph and publication requests to the attention of Curator, Fort Ticonderoga) 

 

The procedures for acquiring photographs of objects, the Fort or its landscape from the museum and / or the permission to 

use these images in publications is as follows: 

 

o Send us a written request explaining what you need and what your intended use is.  All requests must be 

made in writing. 

o We can provide 8x10 b&w prints, color slides, 4x5 color transparencies and high resolution scans on 

CD-ROM (3 month rental for publication purposes only). 

o We require 2-4 weeks for processing all orders.   Rush orders (one week turn around) can be provided for 

some orders with an additional surcharge amounting to ½ the total invoice price. 

o A permission agreement detailing usage requirements and rights will be sent along with the photographs.  

You sign the permission agreement, send it back and we counter sign it. We will then send you a copy for 

your files. 

o All payments must be made in United States funds.  Make checks payable to Fort Ticonderoga. 

 

To maintain the quality of the images used for publication only photographs of Fort Ticonderoga, its collections and 

property supplied by Fort Ticonderoga are authorized for publication.  Personal on-site photography is not allowed for 

publication purposes without review and written museum approval.
