The public has been joining the Corps and
learning traditional country dances!

The bateau building continues without a hitch and is on track to be launched during the Revolutionary War
Encampment the weekend of September 6™ and 7. The rain can’t dampen the children’s activities that take
place throughout the day inside the Mars Center. They can enjoy 18" century dress-up, designing a powder horn
or building a paper bateau among other things.
