Special tours given by Fort Ticonderoga historians and staff delve further into the background of Fort history; they offer stories and
insight that is hard to glean from a regular Fort visit. Most of these programs include walking and even driving to places not usually
seen by the public. The relaxed atmosphere gives guests a chance to ask questions and learn from the experts.

Coming up guests will be able to go behind the scenes (actually, below the scenes) and explore the restoration of the magasin
du Roi, the new Mars Educational Center- a hard hat tour! Exploration of Mount Defiance and a look at its importance in history is
planned for an upcoming program
