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Haunted Fort Returns to Fort Ticonderoga

The popular Haunted Fort will return to Fort Ticonderoga on October 30" and 31% after a four year hiatus.
Organizer, Mike Edson, has chosen “The Legend of Duncan Campbell” as the theme which is certain to have
the spirits of fallen soldiers rising from their graves eager for their revenge. Pumpkins carved by the
Ticonderoga Tackle A Team along many from the Pumpkin Carving Contest in Bicentennial Park on
Wednesday, will decorate the Fort with ghoulish grins. Tickets will only be on sale both evenings from 6:00 to
9:00pm, at $8 per body, at the Log House. ‘Tours’ will continue until all have made it through alive.

Duncan Campbell was a member of the 42™ Highland Regiment, the Black Watch, from Scotland who died

after being wounded at Fort Ticonderoga in 1758. His death here was eerily foretold by the ghost of his slain
cousin after Campbell unwittingly hid the man’s murderer from an angry mob. Angry mobs, dead soldiers and
murderers running for cover will greet visitors on the grounds and in the hidden passages of the Fort.

Over 75 volunteers will be roaming the site to treat each guest to an especially ghastly array of surprises. Mike
Edson, Ticonderoga teacher and Fife & Drum Corps Major directs the action along with special help this year
from Jim Cawley and the members of his Star Trek® Acting Company.

This haunted jaunt is not for the squeamish or faint of heart and children under 10 are not admitted. Warm
clothes and good walking shoes are recommended. The new warm Mars Center will figure in the tour but most
of the Fort is still not heated, exactly like 1758.

Fort Ticonderoga is open until October 20th and the King’s Garden until October 13" Columbus Day. The
Mars Education Center Gallery features the new exhibit “Face of War” with a video reenactment, artifacts, and
artistic panels that detail the stories of soldiers from the French & Indian War. Four life-size and very realistic
figures were recently installed to illustrate the life and times of this period.
