The Fort Ticonderoga Association and its President, Peter S. Paine, announce the election of Dr. H. Nicholas Muller III to the Board 

of Trustees at the Summer Board meeting on July 7, 2008. Dr. Muller recalls “As a youth, Kenneth Roberts and Francis Parkman 

introduced me to the magic and importance of Carillon and Fort Ticonderoga. As a professor of history, I tried to pass on some of that 

excitement to students”. Mr. Paine hails the election as “a giant step in helping Fort Ticonderoga maintain its prominent historic 

position for another hundred years”. Dr. Muller looks forward to the challenge stating “Fort Ticonderoga Association has given me the 

honor to help bring the historical meaning of Fort Ticonderoga to a much larger audience” 

 

Dr. Muller resides in Essex, NY and is a well-known figure in the North Country. He serves as the Director of the Willsboro 

Development Corporation, a Director of NT CDFI Corp, Washington D.C., and a Director of Standex International Corp. His 

involvement in not-for-profits and community matters include the planning board for the Town of Essex and as a Trustee of the Ethan 

Allen Homestead in Burlington, VT. He is a long-time supporter of the Fort and brings to the Board gleanings from an illustrious 

career in education and historic preservation; most recently as the President of the Frank Lloyd Wright Foundation and as recent 

President at the Frank Lloyd School of Architecture. Dr. Muller served as the Director of the Wisconsin Historical Society, one of the 

largest and most respected of State Historical Societies in the country; for eleven years and is currently Treasurer of the Vermont 

Historical Society. For many years he directed the Taliesen Preservation Commission which preserves the estate known as „the 

source‟ of all Wright‟s avant-garde ideas. 

                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    

Dr. Muller‟s years spent in higher education; as President of Colby-Sawyer College; as a long-time UVM Dean and Professor of 

History at University of Vermont, and to name a few, will serve the Fort well with its mission of preservation and education.  

 

Dr. Muller‟s list of non-profit affiliations includes many others related to the history of New York, Vermont and Wisconsin. He has 

written a number of articles on the historical topics especially neglected incidents that shaped the State of Vermont. His articles have 

appeared in Vermont Life, Vermont History, Chittenden County Historical Bulletin and others. 

 

Fort Ticonderoga begins its second century of educating people from all around the world on the importance of the Fort and this area 

of the country in the making of the United States. Site of the „first world war‟ as Winston Churchill described the French & Indian 

War and scene of America‟s First Victory; Ethan Allen‟s capture of the Fort from the British in 1775, Fort Ticonderoga is considered 

one of the best National Historic Landmarks. Over 6,000 children take part in courses offered by the educational staff, dozens of 

teachers join the „Living History‟ programs and travelers from all over the world enjoy the reenactments and daily activities. The 

Thompson-Pell Research Center and the museums on the Fort grounds house one of the best collections in the world of 18
th

 century 

military papers, artillery and related objects.
